Clothing Revue Tips and Tricks

My name is Anna Nosko.  I was the Clark County Clothing Revue representative at the State Fair in 2007 and 2008.  I have been participating in the Clothing Revue for the past six years, and I wanted to share with you some of the tips and techniques I've learned over the years.
· Have fun!  This is the most important tip I can give you.  It's what 4-H is about!
· Smile!  If you forget everything else, just keep smiling.
· Pressing, pressing, pressing is super-important.  You can have a beautiful garment, but if it is all wrinkled, it ruins the appearance.  Both under-pressing (pressing done while the garment is being made – seams, hems, etc.) and over-pressing (pressing after the garment is finished – to make everything crisp and neat) are needed.
· I would advise you not to sit down in your garment until you have been judged.  After all your hard work pressing it neatly, it would be a shame to wrinkle it right away.
· Stand up straight.  When Addie, a professional model, was giving us tips at the state fair, she told us, "If you're tall, be tall.  If you're petite, be taller."
· Don't look at the floor, unless you're afraid you're going to tip over.
