• Applicants must have turned in a completed record book the last 2 years prior to apply. 

This MUST be verified in the recommendation letter from your club leader. 

• Scholarship recipients can earn up to 1/3 of the cost of their trip. 

Amount may vary depending on number of applicants. 

• Scholarship recipients are required to work one shift (in addition to any required club work) in the 

4-H Food Stand at the Clark County Fair the summer following their trip. 

• SCHOLARSHIP MONEY will not be reimbursed until after the fair to ensure that all required 

4-H Food Stand shifts requirements were met. 

• Scholarship recipients are expected to give a presentation to their own club or another club about their trip. 

• Interviews are required and will be scheduled after the application due date.
