20. Exhibits not picked up by 6:00 p.m. on Sunday will be disposed of.

21. Exhibitors are requested to pay attention to their exhibits and/or animals during exhibition and at the
close of the fair.

Any signs (For Sale, etc.) exhibitors wish to post must be approved by the Fair Association before
hanging them up.

All persons making entries agree to abide by and accept judges’ placings.

Fair checks are void if not cashed by DECEMBER 30.

Livestock exhibits are subject to the health requirements printed in this premium book.

Health papers must accompany animals. No animals will be unloaded without inspection.

All animals are observed daily by a veterinarian. Anyone requesting special veterinary services or
medication will be held responsible to pay for such services.

All animals exhibited must be shown by the exhibitor except in cases of emergency, in which case
another club member may show the animal with approval of the Junior Department superintendents.
All showmanship exhibits must be shown by exhibitor.

Any animal, in the opinion of the committee or Fair Association, creating a hazard to exhibitors or
spectators due to poor training or other reasons, may be disqualified.

Animals should be under control at all times.

Records of care and management must be for the period that the animal was carried as a project with
these records being kept not less than four months, except in the case of swine and sheep in which case
the date of records may not be later than May 1st.

Due to the amount of space available, the Fair Association reserves the right to limit the number of
animals per exhibitor. Should it be necessary, the exhibitor will be notified of such a decision prior to
August 1st.

Docked dairy and beef animals will not be discriminated against in evaluation.

Dairy exhibitors are limited to five (5) animals. This applies to all exhibitors including those showing
through more than one organization (i.e. 4-H & FFA, Junior Holstein Association).

Livestock exhibitors are limited to:

BEEF/DAIRY BEEF—up to 6 animals in five lots (only 2 market animals can be bought to the fair)
SHEEP—up to 8 animals

SWINE—up to 2 animals

Livestock leaders/committee may limit the number of animals exhibited if space becomes prohibitive.
Please refer to individual departments for other animal limitations.

The horse wash rack will be available for PLEASURE HORSES on Saturday morning from
6:00—10:00 a.m.

No dogs allowed on the fairgrounds (except for those dogs being exhibited on Wednesday.)
Gambling and the sale and/or consumption of alcohol is prohibited in all areas of the JUNIOR end of the
fairgrounds and ALL BUILDINGS east of main entrance.

18 USC 707
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Clark County Fair Animal Husbandry Policy

Exhibitors with live animals at the Clark County Fair are responsible for their animal’s care and well-being before, during and after the fair.

Exhibitors, or designated party, will check their animal every 2 hours during the Fair during the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.

Exhibitors not complying with this will receive notice from the Fair Association and will have two hours to report to the Fair Office located at

the Fairgrounds.

Procedure:
Animal is found to be in need of attention or care; notice left for exhibitor. Exhibitor or designated person has two hours to bring the notice to
Fair Office and correct the situation. Exhibitors appearing within two hours receive no penalties; just education on correct animal husbandry and
the opportunity to care for their animals. Exhibitors who do not check their animals within two hours will be penalized see below
(a person may be designated by the exhibitor to check their animals when not at the fairgrounds):

Penalties for non-compliance:

1stnotice  Premiums forfeited for all animal exhibits
2nd notice
premiums are forfeited
3rd notice
permitted to exhibit at the Clark County Fair in the future

All animal exhibits are removed from the fair by the exhibitor or at their expense; all fair premiums including non-animal exhibit

The notices will be monitored by Clark County Fair and Animal Husbandry Policy will be enforced in all Clark County Fair animal housing areas.

Example #1:

Chris Clover’s animal has a dirty pen and no water.

Fair Superintendent notices and a notice is left for the Chris.
Chris arrives 10 minutes later; cares for his animal and takes
the note to Fair Office.

No penalty is issued and the Chris is reminded to keep his
animal’s pen clean.

Example #2:

Candy Clover’s animal has a dirty pen and no water.

Fair Superintendent notices and a notice is left for the exhibitor.
Exhibitor arrives 3 hours later; cares for their animal takes the
note to Fair Office.

Exhibitor is told his premiums are forfeited for their all animal
exhibits for not observing their animal every 2 hours.

Candy then goes home for the night; and returns at 11:00 a.m.
the next morning and once again a notice is on their animal’s
pen.

It has been one hour since the note was posted - the exhibitor
takes the notice to Fair Office and is reminded to care for his
animals between 8:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.

Candy receives another notice that afternoon because once
again the animals are without food, the pen is a mess and one
of the animals may be getting sick; Candy does not return to the
pens within 2 hours and at this time she is notified that she
needs to take all of her animals home and all her premiums will
be forfeited (including non-animal exhibits if there are any).
Candy does have the option of exhibiting again the following
year; but any further animal neglect at the county fair will result
in her not being able to exhibit or receive premiums at the Clark
County Fair.

REQUIREMENTS FOR DEPARTMENT 1
DAIRY

All dairy animals must be in place by 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday.
Check in will take place from 9:00 a.m. — 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday.
Exhibitors must be in 3rd grade and 8 years old or older as of January
1 (current year).

Only youth enrolled in Clark County 4-H, FFA, Junior Holstein
Association Milking Shorthorn, etc. may show dairy (no adults may
handle or show during the youth show).

3rd & 4th grade youth are not allowed to exhibit cows.

Exhibitors must show their own animals. On show day if an exhibitor
has 2 animals that must be shown simultaneously in their respective
classes, one of the animals may be shown by another Junior Exhibitor
with approval from dairy superintendent.

Refer to ATCP 160.51 for health regulations and age classification.

NO HORNS ON ANY DAIRY CATTLE. No stubs or regrowth of any
kind will be allowed.

No animal or exhibitor may enter the ring with farm or herd ID on their
clothing or person.

The milking parlor will be opened on Wednesday morning at 10:00 a.m.
and always be open except 2:00—3:00 p.m. and 8:00—9:00 p.m. for
washing and during the 15-20 minutes when the bulk tank is emptied
and cleaned.

Stalls may be no longer than 8 feet (from the front of the stall.)

No automatic waterers connected to faucets allowed.

Clipping chutes will be allowed in the barn, if space permits, and in
designated areas only.

Cattle affected with ringworm, warts, mange, or scab may not be
exhibited unless the vet in charge determines the ringworm lesions or
warts are inactive and incapable of transmitting the disease. Any cattle
found with ringworm, warts, mange, or scab must be removed from the
fairgrounds. There will be a visual check of animals before they come
off trucks/trailers. It is highly recommended that all animals shown at
the Clark County Fair be vaccinated for BVD according to your
veterinarian’s recommendations. It is also highly recommended that
animals be tested for Persistently Infected (PI) BVD.

Hay & straw can not be stacked higher than 4 bales in barns.

An individual may bring up to a total of 5 dairy animals to the fair. This
applies to all exhibitors including those showing through more
than one organization (i.e. 4-H & FFA).
